3.1. Any student obtaining an undergraduate degree course recognized by UGC is eligible for
admission.

3.3. Marks obtained in the undergraduate degree and entrance exam shall be considered for selection
in addition to reservation rules of the university/government.

9. Practical Subjects :

Semester I (5" Course)

a) A practical subject on archeology and museology has been adapted, in which students have
to visit archeological sites or museums, collect information and prepare a description report

with photographs.




b) Students are expected to visit the tourist spot or tourism department or any other
organization relating to it, collect information and prepare a description report with
photographs.

Semester 11 (10" Course)

Dissertation: A practical subject on Museology and Tourism has been adapted, students
should select a topic on museology or tourism and conduct fieldwork, based on the source
material collected they should prepare an essay with photographs in research methodology.

10. Examination and Result :

10.1. The commencement of the exam work takes place in the first semester of November/
December and the second semester of April / May. The exam time is 2 hours 30 minutes.

10.2. Result pattern 60% - First Class, 50% - Second Class and 40% - Pass Marks, students
obtaining below 40% are declared failed.

10.3. Written and internal assessment for each course 40% Marks is mandatory and overall pass
mark is 40%.

11. Method of Certificate :

11.1. Eligible candidates will be given Post-graduate Diploma marks cards and certificate in the
concerned subject from the university.

12. Nature of Papers and Study Method :

12.1. The 5" course of the first semester, two reports based on the collection of data and analysis
shall be presented in an A4 sheet with a minimum of 25-50 pages shall be submitted.

12.2. The 10™ course of the second semester, a dissertation will be submitted in the form of a
collection of data and analysis in an A4 sheet with a minimum of 50-100 pages.

12.3. There shall 20 hours lecturers in a week with a minimum of 4 hours in a day in which there
will be group discussion, presentation, reading, fieldwork, documentation, communication,
skill development and discussion about assignments with students.

13. Board of Studies, Board of Examiners and Evaluation :

13.1. Board of studies is an academic committee, which deliberately frame/plans the syllabus
contents, working system and advises on curriculum procedures from time to time.
13.2. Board of studies shall decide the nature and composition of board of examination

13.3. Board of Examiners will prepare evolution method, questions papers and selection of
examiners.

13.4. Board of Examiners will scrutinize and finalize the question papers
13.5. A third valuation will be conducted if a score of 16 and above marks taken between internal
and external valuation in any semester of written examination.

13.6. A third valuation will be conducted if a score of 30 and above marks taken between internal
and external valuation on fieldwork report and dissertation.

14. Internal Assessment System :
14.1. The assignments related to courses must be submitted during the teaching hours or before the
written examination.

14.2. The 5" and 10™ course related, three copies of fieldwork report and dissertation must be
submitted two weeks before or at least last working day of the semesters.



15. Medium :

15.1. The medium of instruction is Kannada, however, students are allowed to write examination
either in Kannada or English.
